3. Cucumber – Market place & Avanti (6 of each or more if 
space)

4. Gherkin – Bibostrar (6 of each or more if 
space)

5. Celery – Green Utah (12 or more)

6. Squash – Straightneck yellow (6 of each or more if 
space)

7. Squah – butternut – to sell – if space

· Sow in greenhouse(with cover):

1. Brussel sprouts – Sanda
2. Cabbage Greyhound

3. Celeriac – giant prague
4. Strawberry sticks

5. Basil – Genovese

6. Mint – menthe spicata

7. Chervil

8. Lavender – munstead strain

9. Echinacea

10. Rosemary

· Sow  in polytunnel/outside beds (see plan for spacing):

1. Radish (mixed) – bed C –they’ll be out by 

the time courgettes go in
2. Carrot Early nantes – bed K – sow THINLY to avoid carrot fly
3. Spring onions – white Lisbon – bed H – 2 rows

4. Lettuce – marvel of 4 seasons (bed J – 1 row next to 
onions...compost first!!)

5. American cress – bed Q (1 row where carrots were - 
compost first)       

6. Salad bowl lettuce – bed N
7. Lettuce – Roxy  (bed J – 1 row next to onions...compost first!!)
